Routines and Procedures:
· Arriving at school prior to 7:45 a.m. – students neatly place backpacks in front of our classroom or on the stage in the cafeteria and then choose to eat breakfast and/or play quietly in the cafeteria OR play on the field.  Our classroom door will be opened by 7:45 a.m. each day.
· Morning classroom routine 
· It is our goal that every student will grow to be independent and responsible; please say your goodbyes at the door and allow them to get right to their morning business.
· Bathroom/drinking fountain 
· Students have opportunities to use the bathroom before/after school, at recesses, and during non instructional time.
· Feel free to send a clean water bottle with your child daily – please send water only; NO JUICE OR OTHER DRINKS. Please label water bottle with your child’s name (including disposable water bottles).
· Students are also allowed to bring a light snack to enjoy during morning recess.
· Afternoon classroom routine 

· Clean up/ Do classroom jobs
· Pack up, put chair up, line up, and await dismissal
· After school  - students are dismissed from the classroom to the following locations:

· Parent pick-up (flagpole)
· YMCA and bus pick up at the cafeteria

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Homework Policy





What to look for: 


Homework notebook:                                     


Each day your child will bring home a homework notebook.  It will list daily homework assignments and reminders.  Please feel free to write any questions/notes in notebook and remind your child to show it to me.  This notebook should come to school everyday.





Homework binder:


A homework binder will contain daily homework, which should be completed before coming to school the next day.  Other important forms may require a parent signature.  Please return them promptly in the “important papers plastic” found in the homework binder.  This binder should come to school everyday as well.  


Reading log: 


Reading logs will be kept in the ELA section of the homework binder.  Required reading for first grade students is 15-20 minutes daily.  This reading can be any reading material such as home/school/public library books, newspaper, or magazine articles.  Please log all material that is read daily.  (


How much homework and when:


Homework will be assigned Monday through Friday and includes reading, math and spelling.  It may sometimes include additional assignments and projects.  Spelling homework (days 1-4 in our reading program) is preparation for the test on Day 5. 


Homework Responsibilities:


Homework (HW) allows students to apply what was learned in school at home. Please initial your child’s HW notebook and HW assignment log everyday.  Binders will be checked daily in school. Our goal is to have students “Be Proactive” (Habit #1) & “Put First things First” (Habit #3). Our homework allows students to be responsible for their own learning (GLO 1 – self directed learner) and practice being quality producers (GLO 4).
